· The nominee will have used United Way supported services to build a better life for him or herself and his or her family
II. Nomination 
The nomination will be made by the United Way partner agency that has provided services to the client. The nomination must be received by United Way, at their offices, by noon on Thursday, February 9, 2012. Only one nomination per agency. The winner will be notified the following week. 
III. Announcement 
The winner of the Courage Award will be announced by the Alexis de Tocqueville Society at the United Way annual meeting and campaign celebration on February 22.
